BENEVOLENT AND PROTECTIVE ORDER OF ELKS
BELLEFONTE LODGE NO. 1094

APPLICATION GUIDELINES FOR GARVER CHARITY FUND

Applications to obtain funds from the Garver Charity Fund must be made directly to the Trustee of Bellefonte
Lodge No.1 094 of the Benevolent and Protective Order of Elks of the United States of America.

All Applications must be in writing, using the Application provided by the Trustees of the Lodge. The App lication
must be completed by the Applicant, providing all the information requested which is pertinent to the applicant

Inasmuch as the Internal Revenue Code provides certain criterion for disbursements of the funds made available to
the Garver Charity Fund through Mellon Bank, who serves as Trustee for the David B Garver Estate, it is
mandatory that the application include the following information:

1. A copy of the applicant's exemption letter from the Internal Revenue Service

2. A statement as to the pur pose for which the funding is sought and a statement as to how the funds will he
used by the applicant

3. The signature of the authorized representative of the applicant must be affixed to the application which
acknowledges that the applicant celliftes tha t the funds received from the Garver Charity Fund will be used
only for the purposes stated in the application and will not violate those sections of the Internal Revenue
Code specified in the application.

The Lodge Trustees will meet on a quarterly basi s in the months of March, June, September and December of each
year. Applications for funds must be submitted to the Lodge Trustees on or before a scheduled meeting and will be
acted upon at the next regularly scheduled meeting. During the three [3 ] month interim between meetings the
applications will be reviewed and investigated by the Lodge Trustees, the attorney for the Trustees and Mellon Bank
to determine if the approval of the application is proper. During the three [3] month period additional
documentation may be requested from the applicant to supplement the application in order to comply with the
Internal Revenue Code and the terms and conditions of the Garver Charity Trust Fund.

It is mandatory that all applications for funds from the Garver Cha rity Trust Fund have attached thereto a copy of
the applicant's exemption letter issued by the Internal Revenue Service. This letter of exemption is not automatically
issued to all organizations which purport to be a charitable organization. The letter of exemption is only issued by
the Internal Revenue Service when the same is requested by an organization. In order to be the recipient of an
exemption letter, the organization must be one which is described in Section 501 {c} [3] of the Internal Revenue
Code which includes corporations, and any community chest, fund, or foundation, organized and operated
exclusively for religious, charitable, scientific, testing for public safety, literary or educational purposes, or to

foster national or international amateu r sports competition [but only if no part of its activities involve the providing
of athletic facilities or equipment], or for the prevention of cruelty to children or animals, no part of the net
earnings of which inures to the benefit of any private share holder of individual, no substantial part of the activities
of which is carrying on propaganda, or otherwise attempting to influence legislation and which does not participate



in, or intervene in [including the publishing or distributing of statements| any political campaign on behalf of any
candidate for public office.

In addition, the Garver Charity Fund may make charitable contributions to any state, possession of the United
States, or any political subdivision which would include local municipalities such as boroughs or townships,
provided such contributions are made exclusively for public purposes. These contributions may be made to the
political subdivision without an exemption letter having been issued to said municipality.

Application for funds from the Garver Charity Fund which are not accompanied by an IRS exemption letter or are
not made by political subdivisions should not be approved

Expenditures of funds from the Garver Charity Fund to organizations which do not meet these criterion could r esult
in the revocation of the trust established by the David B. Garver Estate, which could result in the funds being
transferred by Mellon Bank to the Elks National Foundation.
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
